BASIC SEWING CLASSES:

B1.  Learn/relearn Your       
Machine
       This class dedicates 2 hours to helping you use machine to its full potential.  Also reviews some very basic maintenance and performance tips to help you enjoy your sewing experience instead of dreading it. Please bring your machine, all cords, pedals, extra pieces AND YOUR BOOK.  Available on a one to one basis by appointment.   Fee: $25 
B2.  Sewing for Beginners

         Two [2] 4 hour classes with Homework! Make a basic pair of lounging pajamas.  We start with pattern layout, cutting, marking and then sewing by machine. A very good introduction to clothing and making something you can wear! If you don’t remember what you learned in Home Economics years ago, here’s the place to start.  Or just refresh your mind.  Today’s fabrics and patterns make it easy.  Class is available as one to one OR with one or two buddies.  All fabrics and patterns to be purchased at the ‘shoppe’ with 15% off purchases for class. [This class is appropriate for 15 years and up] Must have your own machine.  
Class fee: $45 / 8 hrs total. 
B3.  Beginning Sewing II
        You made your pj’s, now learn about more detailed sewing.  Fashion your own basic button shirt with collar. Learn about interfacing, buttonholes, facings, cuffs, set in sleeves.  2 four hour classes with HOMEWORK, Fabric and pattern 15% off from the shoppe.  Your Machine.
  Fee: $45.

B4. Sewing III
       Make a basic straight or A-line skirt to wear.  Put in a zipper, waistband and hem. Again, 2 four hour classes with maybe a ‘little’ homework.  All supplies available at the shoppe for class 15% off. Your machine.  Fee $45 [2x4hr]
B5.  Pants  

       This class will be a special teacher class. Please call the shoppe for complete details, times and cost.  

Other basic & more advanced classes will be offered periodically.  If you have a request or a group of three looking for something more, please ask, we will be glad to create a focused class for you.

HEIRLOOM MACHINE SEWING

H1. Basic Heirloom    Sewing by Machine
      [You only need a machine that does zig-zag—that’s all]. Learn how to roll and whip a fine edge of batiste, apply lace, join lace and gather lace in this NOTEBOOK class.  You will go home with samples and notes for your machine so you can create on your own.  Four hours, fee includes fabrics, laces, threads & detailed notes.  Fee $40 
H2.  Machine Heirloom 2
        Let’s add more shaping to our lace. Use some entredeux, learn about tucks & twin needle pintucks.  This is chapter 2 in your NOTEBOOK.  Fee includes supplies, your machine must be able to use twin needles, & most today can. Please check with us beforehand.     $45 = four hours.

H3.  Heirloom Pillow 
        This class builds on your notebook classes I & II.  Create a lovely accent pillow using the techniques learned along with adding ‘puffing’ to your repertoire.  6 hours class with meal break.  Fee includes all supplies in your choice of white, cream, blue, pink, mint green. [All lace is white].

Minimum 3 students required.  $ 75/ 6hr.

H4.  Baby Heirloom Dress
        Using your notebook skills, create a lovely infant [up to size 18mo] dress using Delicate Daydreams by Lyn Weeks.  See the little blue sample in the shop.  Class time can be flexible.  Minimum is 4 hours x 2 sessions. Fabric, laces & supplies discounted 15% with registration deposit.  Min 3 students req.  Class fee: $ 50 [includes pattern & notes]. 

H5. Heirloom Blouse   
for YOU
        Create a classic blouse for yourself [or your loved one] using Lyn Weeks Pattern Amanda. [Size S, M, L, XL] Using beautiful handkerchief linen in white, cream, pink, or blue shades, add some lace insertion, tucks and even some hand embroidery if you wish, enjoy wearing something that only you can make yourself.  Six hours will get you started; you finish at home or during open sewing time at the shoppe.  Fee includes Pattern & notes.  Supplies discounted 15% with Registration & deposit  

Fee: $60 [6 hrs] Min. 2 students. 
MORE CLASSES:
HAND SMOCKING

These classes will teach you the fine art of hand smocking which you can use in many different ways to embellish your creativity.

SMK 1. SMOCKING I
     This class is the beginners, never smocked before class. It introduces you to a selection of stitches which when done, create a small piece that can be used either as a pillow insert, pincushion top, or ball ornament.  Class fee includes all materials, threads, needles and notes.  Finishing materials are your own idea. You bring your own sharp embroidery scissors, thimble if you use, magnification if needed [glasses] and extra lighting. 

Two 3hr sessions.  Fee: $65

Suggested help book: A-Z of Smocking, available at shop.

SMK 2:  SMOCKING 

    SAMPLER

     This class builds on SMK I, and adds more stitches and brings in ‘additions’ to make it a lovely sampler. Suitable for framing or use as a pillow inset. Pattern used is from Australian Smocking & Embroidery.  Fee includes complete kit with notes and pattern.  Two 4hr sessions.  $ 75
SMK 3:  SMOCKED BISHOP
    This will end with you having completed…yes finished a darling Bishop dress, size 12-18mo.  FIVE sessions will take you through preparation [which is half the work] pleating, and smocking your bishop. The last [fifth] meeting is to actually finish it.  Each session is 3 hours Supplies, fabric, pattern 20%off with registration deposit..  Class fee is $75/ 5 sessions Min 3 students. 


SMK 4: SMOCKED YOKE 
JUMPER/SUNDRESS
     Here’s another multi session lesion, using Children’s Corner Mary Dee pattern, up to size 5, you will smock a solid color  yoke skirt for a cute back wrap jumper or sundress style outfit.  Plan, cut, pleat, smock, construct and finish this cute idea in 4 sessions of 3 hours each.  Supplies discounted 20% with Regis. Suggested fabric is Poly Cotton Batiste or Broadcloth.  Class fee includes pattern     $65  [$15/3hr add]

SMK 5: PICTURE              
SMOCKING
   This is the smocking everyone loves but it is not as quick as basic geometric smocking.  Here you will smock a pleated insert suitable for a jumpsuit or pillow.  Learn to stack cables and count rows along with other tips and tricks of the skilled.  Fee includes pleated broadcloth, needles, floss, pattern & notes.  3hrs    $50

[this is for experienced smockers please…not a beginner’s class.]
SILK RIBBON STITCHING
SR 1:  FIRST SAMPLER
      This little sampler, cushion will introduce you to some of the quick and simple stitches that make silk ribbon work so beautiful, easy and fun.  Working on silk dupioni, you will create a small floral design and learn the basic stitches.  Fee includes complete kit. Suggested help book: A-Z of Silk Ribbon Embroidery.  3hrs, min. 4 students.   Fee: $60

SR 2: ‘CRITTER’ PILLOW
      This is Beverley Sheldrick’s class which she has permitted us to teach. On display in the shoppe, a fun little pillow to stitch use the ‘critters’ in other places of interest, such as collars, quilts, etc.  Kit included along with lunch. Min 6 students.  6 hr class/ 7 hr day. Usually Sat or Sunday class. Can be split into two evenings. With tea and scones Cost: $85. 

OTHER IDEAS
There are many other silk ribbon ideas to be offered. And we are blessed to have Beverley visit us at least once or twice a year.  Check back often for new things happening at the shoppe.

HAND EMBROIDERY
HE 1: BASIC/BEGINNINGS
      This is the start point for learning OR relearning those embroidery stitches that are again so popular. You will learn basic stitches like stem, outline, lazy daisy, French knots, chain stitch, and others that will create a lovely embroidered guest towel.  Class fee includes fine linen hand towel, all threads, needles and notes. Minimum 3 students needed.                
4 hours   $50 

HE 2: MORE BEGINNINGS
        Build your stitching skills with this class that is the ‘sister’ to the first class. Stitches learned here are Padded satin granitos, feather stitch and more.  Fee includes hand towel, all threads, needles and notes.  Minimum 3 students needed.  4 hours   $50
HE 3:  SHADOW WORK
        Learn the hows and whys of shadow embroidery in this class.  Finished piece is a fine batiste baby pillowcase.  Large enough to show your beautiful work, small enough to finish. Fee includes fabric, lace edging, threads, notes and needles.[Instructions for finishing by machine included.]  Minimum 3 students.  4 hrs. $60

More advanced hand embroidery classes will be listed in the future. Also coming to the shoppe are some wonderful  special teachers.
